We have had a few challenges going on in Uganda.
The problems have primarily been caused by one of
our previous workers who recently retired from the
work. After his retirement, we learned he had
tampered with our original school registration.
We're now in the process of being restoring this
registration. This caused us to have to delay our
current class for several months until we could get
this all sorted out.

Because of the delay, we have decided to send our
Ugandan students to the school in Livingstone,
Zambia to complete their training. These sixteen
students only lacked about six months of their
training when the school temporarily closed. With
dorms and classrooms, our facility in Zambia has
plenty of room to accommodate them.

In this first week of April, the students have already
begun to return to Busia to prepare for the long
journey to Zambia. Lord willing, they will be in
Nairobi shortly, and after that, they will be leaving
for Zambia. By the time you get this newsletter, our
Ugandan students will be safe in Livingstone,

Zambia. Our plan is for their classes to begin in
Livingstone on April 15%, and they will graduate at
the end of September. Please keep them in your
prayers as they journey and continue their schooling
in Livingstone.
